Weeding the Virtual Shelves

By Jennifer Culley, The University of Southern Mississippi

Anyone, or any entity, that collects books will eventually come to the realization that their space is finite, and in order to acquire new materials they either must expand their space or do that horrible four letter word�: weed. The word itself sends shivers down the spines of librarians everywhere. How can any self-respecting librarian get rid of precious materials? If money was no issue, libraries everywhere would continue to build additional storage space to avoid discarding something that may be valuable to some user at some point in the future. Most libraries are hesitant to weed their collections, and it has been the case for many years. There are many reasons in addition to physical space to weed a collection. With libraries acquiring large amounts of e-books in packages and in Demand Driven Acquisitions (DDA) models it becomes apparent that e-books also need to be weeded. Most materials at some point become outdated or irrelevant, or newer editions are released. Many libraries add e-book MARC records to their catalog for easier searching for patrons. However, this could potentially clutter up the catalog with large amounts of materials that are outdated or irrelevant, causing patrons to search through numerous records that may hold bad information. These records also take up valuable server space. This poster is designed to illustrate the need for weeding e-books, particularly in DDA programs, as well as the costs associated in not doing so.


Computer DIY: Building Computers to Save Your Library Money
By Phillip Carter, Bolivar County Library System, University of Southern Mississippi

In 2012 I began building computers for the Carnegie Public Library System to replace aging computers. Because of software product keys provided through TechSoup for public libraries I was able to cut the cost of each individual unit by more than 60% and in the process saved the library thousands of dollars on technology upgrades as Windows XP was being phased out. Today, with minimal instruction, even a neonate int he technology world can put together a computer and install the operating system and necessary software.


RYDA Books - Summer Reading Program Support
By Jeanette S. Whisenton, Jackson Public School District

Research shows that students who do not have enriching summer experiences or read during the summer months can loose up to three months of learning. RYDA Books was established to collect and distribute books to JPS students to prevent summer learning lose. JPS students are required to read three books during the summer months. The first book is a required title on each student's grade level, and the other two are selected by the student's choice. Summer reading programs can target a specific group, or all grades. This project focused on providing students with books to enhance summer learning.

RtI and the School Librarian
By Anna Watson, Tunica County School District 

Response to Intervention (RtI) is a three-tiered model of instruction and intervention that increases learning for all students. RtI is supported by the No Child Left Behind Act which calls for research-based instruction and interventions for students who are deficient in reading and math. School districts nationwide have adopted some form of RtI. This session will discuss the following process in which school librarians can support RtI: getting ready, training staff, planning interventions, assessing students, scheduling, implementing inventions, and evaluating the effectiveness of interventions.


Answering HathiTrust's Call for U.S. Federal Government Documents Records
By Laura G. Harper and Tina Harry, University of Mississippi Libraries

In 2011 HathiTrust embarked on an initiative to "expand and enhance access to US federal publications including those issued by GPO and other federal agencies." (HathiTrust U.S. Federal Documents Initiative - http://www.hathitrust.org/usgovdocs)   The Committee on Institutional Cooperation (CIC) member libraries spearheaded this initiative, thus far digitizing over 300,000 print federal documents from their collections.  This number is estimated to be 1/5 to 1/3 of all U.S. federal publications.  An essential part of this initiative is to create a metadata registry (http://www.hathitrust.org/usgovdocs_registry) of the total corpus of federal documents in all formats, to identify the digital portion available via HT or elsewhere and the portion remaining to be digitized.  Collecting MARC records for federal documents from regionals and other large depositories, HT members and non-members, was an essential first step in building this registry.  The University of Mississippi's J.D. Williams Library was one of 21 libraries answering this call for records.  This poster session will illustrate how almost 432,000 records were exported from the catalog and modified to meet HT requirements using MarcEdit.

Digital Public Library of America
By Susan Ivey, Jennifer Nabzdyk, Michael Paulmeno, Digital Public Library of America

This proposed poster session will provide information about the Digital Public Library of America (DPLA), which launched in the spring of 2013, and to date includes over 7 million records from over 1200 contributing partners. The poster session will highlight the DPLA's background, its structure, and its value in providing free public access and in the preservation of the historical record. The DPLA brings together digitized and born-digital materials through multiple avenues. Its main ambition is to serve as a national public library for the entire United States of America. That goal is furthered by three elements: 1) delivery portal for users to access records, 2) a platform of open data for the creation of digital learning tools by anyone who wishes to create them, and 3) a public option built on free and openly accessible information. The DPLA is a growing social project that strives to preserve history and to strengthen the public option that libraries offer. It provides users with various methods for searching and scanning, including an interactive map, timeline, and bookshelf, as well as the option to search by subject, format, or contributing partner. Additionally, the DPLA provides thematic digital projects created from various records, as well as an App Library of various applications that developers have created utilizing DPLA's open data. The three Mississippi DPLA Community Representatives will create a poster highlighting all of the above and will participate in the session.


Founding & Forming a Five Star Family Resource Center
By Victoria Penny, Laurie Madsen, First Regional Library

The goal of the project was to coordinate the establishment of a dedicated Family Resource Center at the Senatobia Public Library in order to satisfy requirements of the Excel by 5 community certification process. The primary objectives are to 1.) create a warm, inviting space for parents to spend time reading, playing, and learning with their children 0-5 years old, 2.) to have a central location where child care providers and preschool teachers may access teaching resources and child development materials. Key partner organizations are the First Regional Library, Senatobia Public Library, and the Senatobia Excel by 5 Coalition. The coalition includes representatives from the City of Senatobia, Senatobia School District, Health Department, NWCC, MSU Extension Service, Head Start, local child cares and preschools, and other community organizations. Goal IV of First Regional Library's Strategic Plan is to play a vital role in the communities we serve to help all area preschoolers reach school ready to read and succeed. This shows the ongoing commitment of the director and administrative team to the expansion of services to families and caregivers of children ages 0-5. Grant funds and community resources have been pursued for implementing special programs and activities as part of the Family Resource Center's mission. We have seen excitement and enthusiasm being generated in Senatobia already as a result of Excel by 5. We hope the Family Resource Center will be open, operating, and enjoyed by the community for a long time to come!


Mini iPads for Mini Me(s)
By Maggie Moran, Northwest Mississippi Community College

This project accomplished two separate goals. First, the children and students mastered the touch screen technology and became digital literates and secondly, the children and students learned proper story time behavior and techniques through observation. It is hoped that the future daycare workers see iPads with apps under ten dollars as another learning tool they can incorporate in Mississippi facilities.

Engaging Tech Savvy Teens with Interactive Social Media Programs                   By Antoinette Giamalva, Delta State University

Participants will be able to gather helpful information and ideas on how to engage their Young Adult demographic through social media. Social media is a mainstream way of engaging with the young adults and having programs that fit their way of thinking would benefit the library. Social media is all about the social aspect of things. Librarians need to capitalize on the way young adults connect with each other and form programs around it. Certain types of programs can be implemented through social media such as: book clubs on Facebook, book talks on Tumblr, Teen Advisory Board planning through Pinterest and many more. This poster session will help brainstorm ideas of how to reach those teens and how to keep them interactive within the library through a new form of programming.

Long Lost Manuscripts Discovered
By Debra McIntosh, Tom Henderson, Millsaps College Library

In 2009 two lengthy handwritten manuscripts were found with other papers in a garage. Family members who found the papers thought they might be of interest to the Methodist Archives at Millsaps College and contacted Archivist Debra McIntosh. McIntosh quickly determined they were the long lost manuscripts of volumes three and four of John G. Jones€™ Complete History of Methodism in Mississippi. Jones (1804-1888) was a Methodist minister and leader whose eyewitness accounts and observations cannot be found in any other source. Commissioned by the Methodist Conference, Jones wrote the history between 1872 and 1876 but finances delayed publication of volume one until 1887 and volume two until 1908. Publication of the remaining volumes was not considered until the 1920s but by then the manuscripts could not be found. The last known location was with Jones family members in 1910 but they remained hidden and eventually forgotten until discovered by descendants in 2009. The manuscripts are in good condition, very legible, and required little conservation. McIntosh and her staff digitized each page and transcribed them fully. The Conference Commission on Archives and History asked historian Dr. Walter G. Howell to write an introduction, chapter notes, and an epilogue, and expects to publish the history in 2014 completing the work begun by Jones in 1872.

Bullying in the 21st Century: Offering Answers in the Public Library

Bullying is in the forefront of all news media, both in print and on television. More and more people are becoming interested in the questions of what it is, who is affected, why does it happen, and how may it be prevented. The bullying of the 21st century does not only happen in person, it happens online. Through the use of online networking sites, a person may create an entire Webpage dedicated to bullying and denigrating another (this has just recently led to the suicide of many of our youth). The technology of today makes it easier to be a bully than ever before. The public library can offer resources to victims (past and present), teachers, caretakers, and parents on all the aspects of bullying, its cause, and its prevention.


Mississippi CSI

Trying to cover the many areas of crime scene investigation, we began with Latent Print Examiner, Jamie L. Robinson who shared her knowledge of fingerprints and tire tracks. Attendees enjoyed the visuals she brought, and had fun when she tested their ability to match fingerprints and tire tracks. Next in the series, Crime Scene Investigator, Kit Wingert, brought the CSI van to the Library, and displayed many types of equipment for solving crimes. Viewing boxes of dirt, leaves and other debris, attendees used special lights which highlighted blood and bones, otherwise invisible to the naked eye. Finally, Coroner, Gracie Grant-Gulledge, told stories that made attendees laugh and cry. To ensure good attendance we worked with the local high school, and assisted the Science teacher who assigned the classes for extra credit. Naturally, wanting to tie in with books, the youngest Texas Crime Scene Investigator, Steve Bradshaw, shared experiences, as well as the plot of his book, Bluff City Butcher.

A Thorough Overhaul: Redesigning the Roberts-LaForge Library's Home Page

Last year, Delta State University replaced its Content Management System, a proprietary program known as SiteBuilder Toolkit, with WordPress. The new CMS was far more powerful and user friendly than the old one. Using these new capabilities the Roberts-LaForge Library created a more efficiently organized home page which increases the ability of our patrons to access pertinent information. This poster showcases the design process, compares the new website to the old one, and the redesign effort's impact on traffic to the library's home page.

The Efficacy of Social Media in the Library
